2011 Highland Invitational Rules 

During the tournament we will be operating under Official Regulations and Playing Rules for all divisions of Cal Ripken Baseball with the following highlights/modifications:

· A coin flip will determine home team for round robin play

· Teams should be ready to play at scheduled start times or 15 minutes following previous game (whichever is later)

· Coaches can coach both 1st and 3rd 

· Coaches are allowed to warm up pitchers

· All teams must have a team roster with names, numbers and birth dates available to provide a tournament official upon request

· Only players, coaches and Manager allowed in dugouts

· Team Managers are the only ones allowed to dispute a call with an umpire

· All runners must slide or avoid contact during close plays at any base.

· Infield fly rule is in effect

· Only 1 on deck batter allowed, with helmet

· Pitchers are allowed to pitch up to 6 innings in back to back games ( Cal Ripken tournament rule)

· Example: Pitcher A pitches 4 innings and pitcher B pitches 2 innings in Game 1, in Game 2 pitcher A is eligible for 2 innings and pitchers B is eligible for 4 innings. If pitcher A and B do NOT pitch in Game 2, they are then both eligible for 6 innings in Game 3. 

· No curveballs

· Once a pitcher has been removed as the pitcher of record, they may NOT pitch again in that same game

· Only 9 players in field are in batting lineup

· Each player must play at least 2 innings in field and bat once

· A starter may reenter the game, but in the same spot in the batting order.

· 10 run mercy rule after 4 innings will be enforced (31/2 if Home team is winning).

· 2 hour time limit. No new inning may start 2 hours after start of game.

· During round robin play, if a game is tied after 6 innings and it has not reached the 2 hour time limit, the game will continue until there is a winner OR the 2 hour time limit has been reached and in that case it will be declared a tie game 

· League Age as of May 1

· Four teams from each age bracket will qualify for a playoff game (#1A vs  #2N, #1N vs  #2A). With winners advancing to Championship game. 

· Higher seeded team is Home team in playoff. For Championship, record, runs against, than coin flip will be used to determine home team.
